• Students develop a secret code and use it to write each other messages

• Students read maps to trace spy routes. 

 

Presentations range in length from 40 minutes to one hour, depending upon the needs 

of the teacher. Our educators teach classroom groups of 25-30 students. Fees are $200 

for the first class, and $100 for each additional class, with a maximum of four classes 

per day.
